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A Simple Criterion for Avoiding Basing Errors.

Basing errors can only occur if a base b is diminished
or made an assignment target while one of the objects based
on b is still alive. Therefore the following restriction
is sufficient (but by no means necessary) to ensure that
basing errors do not occur: suppose that b is a base. Let
Oi’ l1=1,...,n be all the ovariable occurences of variables
based (wholly or partially) on b.
